What to bring

A few minutes before the first lesson - our moderator will be available to help with logging-in

Tone: Starting at the beginning we will be working with a limited tonal palette, you will practice handling oil paint. Using a basic still life

13 May 2026 either from your home or from photos provided you will learn how to draw out the form and develop a basic tonal underpainting.

Still life objects in black, grey and white

Colour: You will start to understand how to handle colour and basic colour theory. Learning how oil paint pigment strength varies and how

20 May 2026 colours affect each other to contrast, dull and tone.

Portrait: This week we will look at another artist's portrait to gain inspiration and ideas for how to tackle portraiture. Copying another
27 May 2026 artist's work is a great way to learn painting skills and improve your technique and also an easy way into portraiture. Come with a
favourite artist or pick one of mine? I will be explaining how style, palette and brush strokes can affect and change your painting
